real names Thomas Bruchhauser and Georg Leiste — have known each
other for almost 30 years and have harmonized pretty much perfectly
since then, both as artists and as friends. They met in 1981 when both
were studying in Switzerland at the “Scuola Teatro Dimitri” — School of
the world-famous clown Dimitri. “We were both 17 then, the youngest
students Dimitri had ever accepted,” says Georg Leiste. "That was a
real adventure for us back then, to be on cur own in a foreign coun-

try.”
International tour

During the three years Bruchhéuser and Leiste spend at the school for
clowns they become close friends. But in 1984 they go their separate
ways. Thomas Bruchhéuser returns to Germany and fulfills his civilian
service requirement, Georg Leiste tours Europe and abroad with an
international clown troupe. In 1987 Thomas Bruchh&user returns to the
stage. With Georg Leiste's help, he gets the leading clown role in André
Heller's international clown show that tours through around 100 cities
in one vyear. After finishing their tours, Bruchhduser and Leiste decide
to create their own duo —and “Tébé & Leiste"” is born. Their friendship
now forms the basis for their artistic success. With their combination
of comedy and acrobatics, the clowns immediately find their way into
the hearts of the public. “In the early days we had over 150 shows a
year at festivals, events and vaudeville theaters around Europe,” says
Thomas Bruchhéduser.

Solidarity through freedom

After a few successful years, the artists noticed that, just like in a good
marriage, a relationship can only work in the long run when both part-
ners maintain a certain degree of freedom and independence. “After
almost ten years together on stage, you go through some tough times, ”
says Georg Leiste and smiles. Now it has really paid off that both
Thomas Bruchhéduser and Georg Leiste did their own thing while they
were pursuing their successful career together. Thomas Bruchhauser
has been working as a stage director since 1992, putting on shows for
vaudeville venues, trade shows and events. In the mid-nineties he
founded the creative agency “movendi” with another partner. During
that time, Georg Leiste pursued his solo career as a clown in the clown
duo “Andrioni & Leiste” and as a solo artist. Their paths crossed as they
were pursuing these activities, and Leiste had a number of appearances
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
